We will not replace parts that have been
water damaged due to insufficient sealing. If not sealed correctly, this will invalidate the warranty.

Protecting Your Vivarium - Silicon Sealing requires 1, g

It is advised that once built, you seal all joints and exposed fittings with aquarium silicon
sealant, and leave overnight to cure. This sealing will prolong the life of your vivarium and
proactively safeguard against accidental water spills and pet wastes. If your pet requires
misting, it is essential that no excess water is left pooling within the vivarium. If water is allowed
to seep into exposed joints, gaps or inadequately sealed edges the wood will swell.

We strongly recommend that the vivarium is sealed fully after construction, particularly where
humidity levels are high. We recommend that humidity levels do not exceed 65% in any
wooden vivarium and cannot guarantee the longevity of the vivarium in this case. For species
requiring high levels of humidity we recommend Exo Terra Glass Terrariums.
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
